LRB Distributors Inc. supports the proposed rule issued in March 2003 by the Tax and Trade Bureau (TTB) that outlines the al cohol content requirements in order for flavored nalt beverages (FMB's) to be classified as beer. Specifically, the TTB

Beer is a unique product that has been regul ated and taxed differently than other al cohol beverages throughout our nation's history. The TTB proposed rule is consistent with the historical interpretation of what constitutes beer and other nalt
beverages. The distinct regulatory treatnent of beer is based on its age-old production process, and its definition in the Internal Revenue Code dates back to the 1800's when Congress first inposed the beer excise tax. Adoption of the TTB "0.5
by vol ume standard" would ensure the integrity of beer and the brewing process.

Consi stent regulatory policy is inportant because, while states enjoy regul atory power over alcohol, nost follow federal regulatory guidelines. This proposed rule would help maintain an orderly narketplace and avoid costly and confusing
disruptions in state licensing, taxation and distribution policies.

Mor eover, equating beer and beverages that derive a nmajority of their alcohol content fromdistilled spirits could weaken the inportant distinctions between beer and products with higher alcohol content. These distinctions inpact state and
federal policies regarding the regulation and taxation of beer and other al cohol beverages.

If traditional distinctions disappear, it will only be a matter of time before other producers of al cohol beverages attenpt to categorize thensel ves as beer prpducts.
Beer is not distilled spirits. Beer is not fortified wine. Beer is not a product that has been nmade through the distillation process. Beer is made through the brewi ng process. The 0.5% standard will ensure that the integrity of beer renmins.

Once again, LRB Distributors encourages the TTB to give final approval to the proposed 0.5% standard on FMBs.
