Dear Chief:

Current federal alcohol beverage label regulations do not allow
most, beer, wine, and distilled spirits companies to provide information
about their products so that consumers can make informed choices about what
to drink and how much to drink. TTB is to be recommended for seeking public
comment on this proposed change in regulations.

Food, soft drinks, over-the-counter drugs, and even dietary supplements provide
consumers with basic consumer information on the label. Alcohol beverages (with
some exceptions) are the only major class of consumable goods that do not provide
this type of information on the label. TTB should allow labels voluntarily to list
information such as serving size and servings per container, as well as alcohol, fat,
carbohydrates and protein per serving.

Of all this information, the amount of alcohol per serving would be highly
beneficial for consumers to have.

The U.S. government's advice on moderate drinking, as provided in Dietary
Guidelines for Americans (USDA & HHS, 2005) reads:
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
