Subject: Paso Robles AVA's

I'd like to speak specifically to the additional AVA proposals and how they effect our vineyard and the surrounding area. 

Our vineyard is 24-acres of 8-9 year old vines at 390 San Marcos Rd.,Paso Robles,CA 93446.

We bought it as a "westside" vineyard. The grapes have sold at $1,650-$2,000 per ton as compared to prices $500 to $1,000 less per ton on the eastside of the Salinas River. Our vineyard is surrounded by arroyos filled with Oak trees and there aren't that many oak trees around San Miguel to the east of the Salinas.

 

It seems highly unusual that none of the growers in the soon to be proposed San Miguel area west of the Salinas, ie.- Arroyo Robles,Vista Del Rey, Caperone, San Marcos Creek, Rabbit Ridge, Christian-Lazo, Peachy Canyon 2, etc. were not contacted for their input - & it is peculiar that the furthest southwest winery in the San Miguel region is Peachy Canyon 2, the major proponent of the westside AVA.

 

The Westside Paso Robles AVA is an area of significant historical, geological, geographical, financial, weather and grape growing similarities. It should be it's own AVA.

 

The soon to be proposed San Miguel AVA should not include the above wineries and area west of the Salinas. They are significantly different for historical, geological, geographical, financial, weather, and grape growing characteristics than the San Miguel area east of the Salinas River.
