EXHIBIT 1

Evidence that the name "Rogue Valley" is locally and nationally known and
refers to the area specified in this application. 27 CFR Section 9.3(b)(1):

Locally, the names "Rogue River Valley"™ and "Rogue Valley" are used
synonymously to describe those lands drained by the Rogue River and its many
tributaries. These lands are entirely within southwestern Oregon and make up
portions of Jackson, Josephine and northern Curry Counties. The scope of this
application has been narrowed however, to include only portions of Jackson and
Josephine Counties and to exclude Curry County altogether. The basis for this
limitation is the philosophy that the Rogue Valley, AVA should include only
those areas which have some current or past history of fine winegrape
production. The principal cities within the Rogue Valley are Ashland, Medford
and Grants Pass.

Among the residents of the region, the name "Rogue Valley"™ is in wide and
constant use in everyday language. The name "Rogue Valley" is frequently used
by commercial, governmental and charitable organizations to name their firms.
For example, see the attached copies of the white pages taken from the 1989-80
Medford-Ashland and Grants Pass telephone books. Many more examples exist
where local names have used the words "Rogue™ or "Rogue River™ within larger
names to identify their organizations. Also, one of Jackson County’s
incorporated cites is called "Rogue River."

At the National level the name "Rogue Valley™ is widely identified with the
sport fishing industry on the Rogue River and with the pear orchards and pear
packing houses of the region. The Rogue Valley is the third largest pear
growing area in the nation. As J. Elizabeth Purser writes in The Winemakers of

the Pacific Northwest (Harbor House, 1877), p.153: "This area is most known for
its fruit production, especially the Rogue River Valley pears..."™ A thorough
discussion of the Rogue Valley’s pear growing history has been written by
Clifford B. Cordy in his History of the Rogue Valley Fruit Industry (Medford,
Oregon, 1977). Also see Blossoms & Branches:; a gathering of Rogue Valley
orchard memories (Ashland, Oregon, 1880} by Kay Atwood.

Historical and current evidence that the boundaries of the proposed Rogue
Valley AVA are as specified herein. 27 CFR Section 9.3(b)(2).

The boundaries of the Rogue Valley AVA, as described in this application,
encompass all the past and present commercial winegrowing areas of the region.
The map presented herein follows not only the natural dictates of the
pronounced geography of the area, but also the grape farmers® reaction to it.
Accordingly, the mapped area is largely described by the low elevation land
along the watercourses of the Rogue River and its tributaries. The region’s
farmers have always allowed the natural geography to dictate where they would
plant grapes and other crops. The original settlement of the region and the
resultant political and urban features of the area have been likewise subject
to the physical limitations of the local geography. It is these physical
features that serve well as indicators of where the Rogue Valley starts and
stops.

The siting of historic and present day vineyards closely follows this idea of
planting near watercourses at lower elevations. Today viable commercial
vineyards are found at or near the communities of Ashland, Talent, Medford,
White City, Eagle Point, Central Point, Ruch, Rogue River, Grants Pass,
Applegate, Murphy, Selma, Cave Junction, and Holland. All of these areas are
within the boundaries of the proposed Rogue Valley AVA.

Because the Rogue Valley is completely surrounded by three towering mountain
ranges, no confusion or ambiguity has ever arisen as to where the Valley is and
where it is not. The boundaries of the Rogue Valley are very clearly cut. For
instance, at the northern and western boundaries of the Rogue Valley one
encounters the Siskiyou and Oregon Coast Ranges. Since these peaks are high
and difficult to cross (even today) they have always presented a hindrance to
transportation and settlement. They also serve to form an effective dividing
line geographically and commercially from the Umpqua Valley to the north in
Douglas County and the Chetco River Valley to the west in Curry County. The
same sort of definitive dividing line is found in the Siskiyou Mountains which
separates the Rogue Valley from the Klamath River Valley in northern
California. Also, the Cascade Mountains to the east serve as a clear partition
between the Rogue Valley and the Klamath River Basin in Klamath County.

The main tributaries of the Rogue River are: 1) Bear Creek which drains
Medford, Ashland and the surrounding smaller communities, 2) the Applegate
River which drains the scuth central part of the Valley, Jacksonville and the
south Grants Pass area, 3) Evans Creek which drains Rogue River City, Wimer and
the north central part of the Valley, and 4) the Illinois River which drains
Helland, Cave Junction, Seilma and the southwestern portion of the Valley, and
which merges with the Rogue River at the town of Agness in Curry County. There
are also many more small creeks and water systems which feed the Rogue River
and its main tributaries.
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In addition to the Rogue River drainage system [ have further defined the
viticultural area, insofar as practical, by elevation. There are three reasons
for this. First, the physiology of winegrapes dictate that a vineyard site
{and a viticultural area) must take into consideration possible winter injury.
"Severe winter cold may kill the aboveground parts of vines. The degree of
cold that the vinss will stand differs according to the variety, the maturity
of the wood, and the weather pattern preceding the freeze. All vinifera
varieties, if the vines are fully dormant, will withstand temperatures down to
10 degrees F. (-12 degrees C.), but vines that are not well matured may be
killed by less severe temperatures. At zero F. (-18 degrees C.), vinifera
varieties are usually damaged seriously..."” {(General Viticulture by Winkler,
Cook, Kliewer and Lider, Univ. of Calif, 1874 p.493) Because winter
temperatures frequently fall below these limits at higher elevations, it is
inappropriate to include the mountainous portions at the periphery of the
region within the proposed Rogue Valley AVA. Secondly, summer temperatures at
higher elevations would not be sufficient to ripen fruit. As a minimum, atl
least 1700 to 2000 degree days above 50 degrees F. are needed to ripen
winegrapes in any particular year, (ibid p. 64) These temperature sums do not
exist at the higher elevations of this region. Lastly, as with most of
California, southern Oregon experiences a summer drought each year and
irrigation is necessary. Since irrigation facilities do not exist at the
higher elevations, commercial viticulture is not possible in these areas.

Some Viticultural History

The Rogue Valley enjoyed a sizable grape and wine industry during the 18th and
early 20th centuries. The area’s first winegrape vineyard and winery was
started by Peter Britt. "He secured cuttings from the mission grapevines of
California and, family tradition has it, by 1858 Britt was making the first
wine in the Territory. He eventually experimented with more than 200 varieties
of grapes, ranging for advice as far as the German Wine Growers’ Association on
the Rhine... By 1880 his 15-acre vineyard was producing up to 3,000 gallons a
year. Records show that he made a very popular claret, along with muscatel,
schiller, zinfandel and port.” (Photographer Of A Frontier the photographs of
Peter Britt by Alan Clark Miller, Interface California Corp., 1876, p. 30) Mr.
Miller reports that Britt's vineyard was located near Jacksonviile west of
Medford. The winery operation was called Valley View Vineyards, Today the
name Valley View Vineyards is used by the Rogue Valley’s first post-Prohibition
winery, which is located near the town of Ruch south of Jacksonville,

"Farmers at Ashland in southwestern Oregon grew Vinifera table grapes and were
shipping Flame Tokays to market before the Tokay industry developed at Lodi in
California. In 1880, when the special national census of winegrowing was
taken, Jackson County was listed as producing 15,000 gallons of wine..."” (The
Wines of America by Leon D. Adams Houghton Mifflin, 1973 p. 342)
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In 1884 A. G. Walling published his History of Southern Oregon. In it he
states: "Thus far experiments have been successfully conducted in the planting
and care of vines and the making of wine. Some sixty or seventy acres of vines
have been set out, mainly near Jacksonville, where are located the two largest
vineyards, those of R. Morat and J.N.T. Miller, each of whom devote several
acres to that culture. Their wine production, amounting to several thousand
gallons annually, is consumed in the home market..."

In 1905, the Rogue River Courier newspaper reported the visit of A. H. Carson
to Grants Pass. They comment that Mr. Carson "...is the largest grape grower
in Oregon, he having 31 acres to grapes, Mr. Carson grows several varieties,
but most of his vineyard is to Tokays, Emperors and Black Ferrerras..."
(Josephine County Historical Highlights Il compiled by Edna May Hill Josephine
County Library System, 1873, p.5.) The Carson vineyard was located on the
Applegate River in the Missouri Flat district of Josephine County.

Evidence relating to geographical features which distinguish the viticultural
features of the proposed Rogue Valley AVA from the surrounding areas. 27 CFR
Section 9.3 (3

The Rogue Valley is unique in Oregon viticulture in two respects: The climate
is warmer than anywhere else in the State and the land is higher. For instance
the only Zone Il grapegrowing area in Oregon listed in General Viticulture (op.
cit.) p.65 is Grants Pass in the Rogue Valley. Here the "Heat summation™ is
listed at 2680 degrees. This compares with the Zone 1 figures of 2220 degrees
for Roseburg, Oregon in the Umpqua Valley AVA and 2030 degrees for Salem,
Oregon in the Willamette Valley AVA. (ibid p. 64) The heat summation for
Medford in the Rogue Valley is 2650. (Compiled from Climatography of the United

States No. 84, Daily Normals of Temperature, Heating and Cooling Degres Days
and Precipitatign 1851-80, N.O.A.A., 1883, #355428.)

The greater warmth of the Rogue Valley allows certain grape varieties to
achieve a level of success not found in the surrounding areas of western
Oregon. In western Oregon, except for the Rogue Valley, the grape variety
Merliot fails to set fruit reliably. Merlot is "the predominant variety in Gt.
Emilion and Pomerol [in Bordeaux, Francel, it is also present to a greater or
lesser degree in almost all the Medoc vineyards. It comes into flower earlier
than the Cabernets [BSauvignon and Francl, and is therefore prone to coulure -
arrested growth and dropping off of the tiny buds at flowering time caused by
rain, cold or high winds..." (Great Bordeaux Wines, Little, Brown, 1986, by
James Seely from his introduction p. x.} 1f the temperature in a Merlot
vineyard at flowering time is at 80 degrees F. or less pollen germination is
very poor and little or no grape crop is produced. General Viticulture (op.
cit.) p. 128 and 487 The warm spring weather in the Rogue Valley protects the
Merlot from seriocus coulure problems. Some coulure can occur, but the effect
is often beneficial in that it tends to reduce the Merlot’s yield and thereby
improve the resultant wine’s quality. Ted Jordan Meredith in his Northwest
Wine Companion (Nexus, 1888) p.B7 states: "Unless the spring weather is just
right, Merlot refuses to set berries. In Oregon, during berry set, conditions
are seldom just right. Southwest Oregon [the Rogue Valleyl, near the
California border, experiences these problems to a lesser degree.”

Wines made from Rogue Valley Cabernet Sauvignon grapes are widely regarded as
the finest in Oregon. Again the warmer climate is responsible. "With
occasional exception, Oregon’s Willamette Valley is too cool for the best
Cabernet Sauvignon. Further south, the Umpgqua Valley, and particularly,
sputhwest Oregon [the Rogue Valleyl, near the California border, are capable of
producing fine Cabernets.” (ibid, p.51) Mr. Meredith goes on to describe the
Applegate Valley {(within the proposed Rogue Valley AVA) as "one of the warmest
grape growing areas in western Oregon..." Adding that "Cabernet Sauvignon
rather than Pinot Neoir is the red wine grape of choice.” (ibid p.71) Later Mr.
Meredith describes the I[llinois Valley (in the proposed Rogue Valley AVA) as
being "...only slightly cooler than the nearby Applegate Valley.™ Further
stating that "...warmer climate grapes like Cabernet Sauvignon and Semillon are
well-suited to the Illinois Valley." (ibid p. 107)
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The warmer climate derives partly from the fact that the Rogue Valley is at the
southern end of Oregon and therefore influenced by the lower latitude. The
average Latitude for the Rogue Valley is approximately 42 Degrees 20 Minutes.
Another geological factor working to making the Rogue Valley the warmest place
in western Oregon is the weak coastal influence from the Pacific Ocean. During
the summer high pressure weather patterns form over the hot interior of Oregon
and California. The Oregon Coast Range, working together with these high
pressure systems, keep the cool and damp Pacific air from entering the Rogue
Valley during the grape growing season. This also explains why the Rogue
Valley experiences a drought each summer and why it has some of the lowest
annual rainfall of any place in western Oregon. (Atlas of Oregon, Univ. of
Oregon, 1876, p.133-134)

The other great geological difference between the Rogue Valley and surrounding
areas is the high elevation of the land. In fact all the highest elevation
vineyards in Oregon are in the Rogue Valley. Suprisingly, the highest
elevation vineyard in the Umpqua Valley AVA, is still lower than the lowest
Rogue Valley vineyard! Hillcrest Vineyard in the Umpqua Valley is at 850 feet
above sea level. (The Wine Spectator, "Oregon’s Other Wine Valley," May 16-31,
1986, p.32) While the Rogue Valley's lowest elevation vineyard is Rancho Vista
Vineyard in Grants Pass at 1,100 feet. The remaining Rogue Valley vineyards go
up from there!

Sites like the Rogue Valley, located at high elevations, experience large drops
in evening temperatures. When viewed along with high daytime temperatures, the
drop in nighttime temperatures is dramatic. The average daily temperature
range in July for Medford is higher than any other place in Oregon: 37 degrees
F. The average Medford July high is more than 86 degrees F. (+30 degrees C.)
and the average nighttime low is 50 degrees F. (10 degrees C.). (Atlas of
Orgeon, ob. cit. p.130~-131)

These low evening temperatures have a beneficial effect on wine gfapes. The
retention of grape acids is much better when the fruit is ripened in a cool
evening environment. (General Viticulture, op. cit., p.155.) Also, cool
nights aid significantly in the coloration of ripening grapes. (ibid p.162)
These characteristics of high elevation viticulture lead to improved wine
quality,

Counties in southern Oregon.

This is in reply to your recent letter which I received October 30, 1988 (copy
enclosed).

Your letter asks for certain additional information concerning the proposed
"Rogue Valley™ American Viticultural Area. My replies are as follows:

1. There are seven (7) wineries located within the Rogue Valley area.
An eighth winery in Eugene, Oregon (in the Willamette Valley) is partly
owned by a Rogue Valley grape grower, Substantially all the fruit used
by this Eugene winery is grown in the Rogue Valley. A ninth winery, as
yet unbonded, is under construction in the Rogue Valley. Many Umpqua
and Willamette Valley wineries use fruit grown in the Rogue Valley.

2. There are approximately 45 vineyards in the Rogue Valley. These
vineyards total approximately 400 acres of wine grapes.

3. The average length of the growing season in the Rogue Valley is 180
days.

4, The averagevannual rainfall in the Rogue Valley is 28 inches.

5. For a description of the soil types in the Rogue Valley, 1 anm
enclosing copies of personal correspondence from Roger Borine and John
A, Yungen. Dr. Borine personally directed the Soil Conservation
Service's soils surveys of both Jackson and Josephine Counties. Dr.
Yungen is personally acquainted with all the agricultural socils in the
Rogue Valley and has long experience in the agricultural scientific
community. Please notice that both letters refer to the unique
character of Rogue Valley scils as compared with surrounding areas.
Also, Dr. Yungen’s letter makes the point that there are at least 10
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soil types which are common to both Jackson and Josephine Counties.

This has the effect of further unifying the defined area of the Rogue
Valley, AVA. This soils information, when taken in conjunction with the
climate and elevation evidence previously presented, should serve to
further strengthen this application.

6. Enclosed, | am returning the original map of the proposed Rogue
Valley viticultural area. | have not changed the boundaries shown on
the map as you suggested in your letter. As we agreed earlier this
month over the telephone, | may continue to use township lines for much
of the boundary of the viticultural area. As we discussed, the Rogue
Valley is bounded entirely by numerous and continuous chains of
mountains and foothills. | have argued that to define boundaries along
these mountainous contour lines would result in a line which is
enormously complex, twisted and convoluted. 1 don’t believe your
administration of these boundaries would be helped by such complexity.
Indeed, township lines are easier to find on the ground because they are
physically represented by survey monuments, fences, hedges, etc.
Contour lines can be a good deal more obscure. Lastly, your letter
states that you find national forest boundaries to be acceptable. I
would point out that the national forests shown on the map are bounded
not by contour lines or watercourses, but by township lines and their
subdivisions such as section lines.

Please continue processing my petition, and please let me know if you require
any further information.

This is in reference to your petition, dated August 29, 1989,
to establish the "Rogue Valley" of southern Oregon as an
American viticultural area.

We have completed an initial review of your petition, and some
additional information will be required before the petition can
be processed.

We need to know the total number of wineries and vineyards
located in the proposed viticultural area, and an approximate
total acreage of grapes grown in the area.

Your petition discusses elevation and climate to some extent,
however we need to know the average length of your growing
season, the average annual rainfall, and a descrlptlon of the
soil types in the area as opposed to the surrounding areas.

We have also reviewed your map showing the boundaries of the
proposed area, and your narrative description of these
boundaries. While we have previously approved viticultural
area boundaries which used township/range or latitude/longitude
descriptions, we prefer to use natural boundaries such as
rivers, creeks, roads, trails, or contour lines whenever
possible. The use of national forest boundaries, as you have
done in your petition, is also acceptable.

We are returning vour map for revisions as to the boundaries,
if possible. A prompt. response would be appreciated, as we
cannot continue to process your petition until we receive the
requested items.

Here are some of my interpretations of the agricultural
soils of Jackson and Josephine counties. The soils would
be in the 900 to 2000 foot elevation range.

While there. are some similarities between the soils of
the two counties, there are also some differences.

Most of the agricultural soils in Jackson County formed
under an annual rainfall of 18-20 inches. Those in
Josephine County generally formed under higher
precipitations, ranging from 20 to 35 inches. The
differences resulted in slightly greater degrees of soil
acidity in Josephine County where the pH of the soils
ranges from 5.7 to about 6.4. In Jackson County, soil pH
ranges from 5.8 to 6.6. These differences are rather
small, but they can be of importance to Ccrops that are
sensitive to small variations in soil pH. I do not believe
the differences in pH are of major importance to grapes.

Jackson County does have some soil series that are of
clay texture, particularly east of Bear Creek and extending
into the foothills from Ashland to Eagle Point. There are
some clay soils west of Bear Creek also. One of the
highest uses of these soils is the growing of pears. Grass
pasture and hay crops are also important on the irrigated
acres. These soils are represented by such series as
Carney, Coker, and Phoenix clays. They have good
productive capacity, but are difficult to till because of
their clayey textures. These series are not found in
Josephine County.

From the 1978 Soil Survey of Josephine County and the
1969 interim Soil Survey of Jackson County, I found at
jeast 10 soil series that are common to both counties.
They are Barron, Camas, Central Point, Cove, Debenger,
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Evans, Kerby, Newberg, Pollard, and Ruch. I believe when
the Jackson County soil survey is published within the next-
year or two, there will be more series listed that are
common to both counties.

The climates of the two counties are quite similar as far
as temperatures are concerned, although there are
precipitation differences. Parent material differences
influence the type of soils that are formed. Some soils
have formed from granitic rock, some from sandstone, and
others from sedimentary and igneous rocks. Some soils have
been formed in place by the weathering of rock material,
while others are alluvial, being deposited on land by
streams.

The soils of Jackson and Josephine counties are much
closer related to each other than to those of the
Willamette Valley, coastal, or eastern Oregon areas. There
are very few soil series common to southern Oregon and to
the Willamette Valley. .

Soils of the Willamette Valley formed under at least 40
inches of annual precipitation and they are considerably
more acid than those of southern Oregon. The pH ranges
from 5.4 to 6.0. Agricultural practice can influence soil
PH. The most widely used nitrogen fertilizers will acidify
the soil over a period of time, while the application of
lime will decrease soil acidity,

Parent material and climatic differences have also
resulted in differences in soils between southern Oregon
and the Willamette Valley. Fertilizer and lime
recommendations differ among the two areas.

I would again emphasize my opinion that there is a
closer relationship between the soils and cropping patterns
of Jackson and Josephine counties than with the Willamette
Valley. ‘ ' '
