During the period January 20,1998 through June 14,2002, the proponent allegedly violated Title 27, United 
States Code, Section 205(e); and Title 27, Code of Federal Regulations, Sections 4.5OY4.50(a), 24.317,24.124, 
24.313, and 24.315, by bottling eight types of wines that contained labels that did not match the approved 
Certificates of Label Approval; by producing a varietal wine product without an approved Certificate of Label 
Approval on file; by failing to properly maintain the record of sugar used in winemaking; by failing to report a 
change in the corporate officers; by failing to keep a record of cased goods kept on bonded premises; and by 
failing to maintain an accurate record of materials received and used, respectively.
