Notice no.41 – Labelling and Advertising of Wines, Distilled Spirits and Malt Beverages
New Zealand Winegrowers would like to make the following submission in respect of the above notice.
New Zealand Winegrowers (NZW) is the organisation that researches, promotes and represents the interests of New Zealand grape growers and wine makers. NZW was established in 2002 as a joint venture between the New Zealand Grape Growers Council Inc. and the Wine Institute of New Zealand Inc. NZW is recognised by the New Zealand Government as the principal wine industry organisation. Every grape grower and winemaker in New Zealand is a member of our organisation. We currently have 651 grower members and 523 winery members.
We do not intend to respond to each of the questions presented in the Request for Public Comment. However, we note that the submission of the Winemakers Federation of Australia sets out the legal position in Australia in relation to the matters for comment. The legal position in New Zealand is identical to that of Australia, because both countries share the same the food labelling regulations.
